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For years Koos News has re-
ported on the bias of the main-
stream media.  It seems that ev-
ery year we see more left leaning 
agenda driven articles rather than 
honest and factual reporting.  
Most of the erroneous informa-
tion provided to the public is in 
the form of omission rather than 
outright falsehoods.

The fact is that most Ameri-
cans are too busy earning a liv-
ing, raising their families and 

fulfi lling their other responsi-
bilities to check the accuracy of 
the drivel they are fed on a daily 
basis.  They rely on the media 
for virtually all their information 
pertaining to events and issues 
that affect their lives and liveli-
hoods.

The 
“Hate Bush” campaign they’ve 
been waging for almost eight 
years is the worst example of 
omission and twisting of fact that 
this country has ever witnessed 
in news reporting.  Instead of 
criticizing him for for some very 
real shortcomings they have 
chosen to launch an all out hate 
campaign over very minor issues 
or manufactured situations that 
have absolutely no factual basis.

With this in mind, take a look 
at the current presidential cam-
paign.  At the outset of the pri-
mary elections, the mainstream 
media sided with John McCain 
against all the other Republican 
candidates.  The most biased of 
them, the New York Times and 
NBC News, actually endorsed 
McCain.  Could this have been 
because they viewed him as the 
best candidate or could it have 
been because they perceived him 
as the most liberal of the Repub-
licans and ultimately the weakest 
candidate to appeal to the con-
servative base?  Without a doubt, 
McCain is a player of the media.  
Throughout his career in politics 
he has pandered for media atten-
tion and approval.  His voting re-
cord refl ects a man who changes 
his position based upon media 
approval and political expedien-
cy.  Very few true core values or 
actual leadership has been dem-
onstrated.

On the other side of the aisle, 
almost from the beginning, the 
mainstream media anointed Ba-
rak Obama as the messiah of the 
Democrat Party.  There has been 
little or no exploration or report-
ing of his background, his abili-
ties or his fi tness for the offi ce.  
The battle cry is “Change!” and 
there is no question that he is a 
great speaker with charisma and 
appeal.  Yet where is the in-depth 
reporting on his platform re-
garding issues and exactly what 
changes he wants to make and 
their impact on the American 
people?

The other Democrat front run-
ner, Hillary Clinton, certainly 
gave better explanations of what 
she intended to do as President 
and there’s no doubt she has the 
background and experience to 
hold the offi ce.  But the main-
stream media doesn’t like Hil-
lary, and sometimes for good 
reason.  But that should not be 

reason for bias in their reporting.
It is the job of the media to 

provide the American people 
with factual information and 
both sides of each candidate and 
issue.  It is not the job of the 
media to pursue agendas or try 
to infl uence people to take posi-
tions.
