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SHERIFF URGES BOATERS TO AVOID SAVAGE RAPIDS DAM BREACH

The Savage Rapids Dam was
breached on October 9, allowing
safe passage for fish, but not neces-
sarily safe passage for boaters.

“The current is running really
fast and the banks are extremely
unstable,” says Josephine County
Sheriff Gil Gilbertson. “There’s all
kinds of debris, including rebar that

can easily snag and flip a boat. Be-
cause of the varying depth and ex-
treme speed of the current, its best
that boaters avoid the area entirely
and just stay out of it,” the Sheriff
warns. “It’s dangerous for boaters
and for people along the banks.”
On October 10, ajet boat operator
crashed after making a run through

the remains of the dam. Fortunately,
three passengers survived, suffering
only minor injuries. The boat op-
erator was not as fortunate.
